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MACHINE WASHING AND SANITIZING 
F812

POLICY: The facility will ensure safe and sanitary conditions at all times in the  

dishwashing areas. Manufacturer’s instructions will always be followed. In the event that standard heat sanitation cannot be deployed, chemical sanitation procedures will be used.  

PROCEDURE: 
1. The high temperature/heat sanitation method requires that the wash cycle reach a minimum of 150 degrees, and a final rinse temperature of no less than 180 degrees. 
2. Supervisory staff will take multiple temperature readings throughout the day, and always before the start of service to ensure safe sanitation of all re-useable’s before use. 
3. In the event that these parameters cannot be met, the staff will revert to chemical sanitation. 
4. The wash temperature will need a minimum temperature of 120 degrees and the final rinse needs to achieve a minimum chlorine reading of 50 ppm. 
· Staff will test the solutions strength before service begins using a chlorine-based test strip. 
· If the solution is not strong enough, staff have been instructed to notify their supervisor and/or director immediately. 

5. Where low temperature/chemical sanitation machines are used, follow the chemical sanitation guidelines listed above for sanitation. 
6. If the machine temperature is insufficient, and the chemical sanitizer has failed, the staff will use a bleach solution according to the Manual Washing and Sanitizing procedure (following section). 
7. Having sanitized all dishware, it will then air-dry before storage. 
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
